Safe Riding Tips

N ovember is a great time to ride and ride long distances. Itôs also a time to review some of the basic safety tips. I thought I would go over a few basic tips. Yes I know we 

have seen this type of information before but it never hurts to review. Just like pilots that 

havenôt flown in a while itôs important to take a ñcheck rideò with an experienced profes-

sional. This comes from Bob Berry and the International Rider Educator. 

Sharp turns from a stopped position. 

When making a sharp turn (either right or left) immediately from a stopped position, turn 

the handlebars slightly in the direction of the turn before moving. When you move, this will 

cause the motorcycle to lean a little, which means it will automatically turn, thus facilitating 

a smooth, controlled turn. Try it the next time you need to make a sharp turn. 

Risk Management System 

Riding a two-wheeled or three-wheeled motorcycle requires constant vigilance in identify-

ing and minimizing risk. All successful riding courses have their own defensive strategies 

to help riderôs manage their risks in motorcycling. These strategies present a logical se-

quence to identify and deal with potential hazards while riding by; first recognizing the 

hazard, then making an educated guess on What might happen because of the hazard and 

taking an  appropriate reaction to the hazard as if it were a threat. All of the GWRRA Rider 

Course Training Programs has developed and uses the risk management system strategy -- 

SAA: 
 

For those of you that have not taken an experienced rider course I highly recommend it. 
 

The American Honda Motor Co. runs the course about every 3 months. Generally you have  

Braking . There are five (5) main principles riders should practice every time they brake: 

a. Always be in first gear. 

b. Always use both brakes. 

c. Put only the left foot down when stopping or stopped. 

d. Always be looking ahead, not down; and always do a mirror check (both mirrors) at the 

moment you stop. 
 

There are two auxiliary principles: 

A. Always use all fingers on the levers; and 

B. Maintain a ñflatò wrist position.

Itôs Not Necessary to Chill Out 

Itôs no surprise to motorcyclists that a small drop in ambient temperature 

makes a big change in rider comfort. The reason for this is the wind chill factor. 

As an example, riding at 70 mph with a temperature of 45 degrees makes it feel 

like itôs 31 degrees. Itôs particularly important for motorcyclists to be acutely 

aware of this phenomenon as we near the winter months and not just because 

of the discomfort it causes. Your bodyôs core temperature is normally around 

98.6 degrees. Physiologically, a mere one to two degree drop causes shivering 

and the hands become numb as the blood vessels constrict in the fingers. 

Loosing tactile communication is certainly a major operational problem when 

trying to coordinate use of the throttle, clutch, front brake, and steering. Most 

importantly, reaction times are slowed and judgment is impaired. 
 

There was a time when layering was the only solution to this problem, but 

how many layers can you wear on your hands and still maintain the needed 

tactile communication with the controls? Today, the solution is electrics. While 

the expense may be greater than layering, the advantages more than make up 

for the extra costs. Arriving at your destination with fingers, feet, and core tem-

perature 

in the comfort rangeðand in complete controlðis priceless.
