Safe Riding Tips

The U.S. Department of Transportation markings signify
that the tire meets DOT thgafety standards. The DOT
markings help track the tire in the same way a lot number
tracks a food product.

9 The first two characters designate the tire manufacturer
and plant code. This could be important if the tire receives
a safety recall.

1 Characters three and four denote tire size.

1 The fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth (optional) characters
identify the brand as well as other characteristics important
to the manufacturer.

9 The final three numbers (four beginning in 2000) denote
the date the tire was produced. The first two indicate the
week, and the last numbers specify the year.

The most important part of the tireAAR PRESSUREYou
must maintain proper air pressure. Low pressure will cause
excessive wear, improper handling and creates drag on th
tire as if you had the brake applied on that wheel with the
low tire. This causes overheating and expansion of the tire
cords with the possibility of a blow out. Many motorcycles
have a decal of air inflation pressures with and without
Loads. If you do not have a decal, check your owners Man-
ual. If you do not have an owners Manual look on the side-
wall of the tire it is located there also. However, the tire
pressure on the sidewall references the MAXIMUM

more technology that goes into a motorcycle tire than an automotive tire. T is
technology and the relative small numbers produced (compared to automofile
tires) means that you must pay a premium price for security. Choosin e

you should be aware of when shopping for a replacement pair. Know that mafju-
facturers collaborate with tire companies to finee a tire to work to its opti-
mum with your motorcycl e. Your owplpr
of options for you to consider. These are tires that have been tested and|jap-
proved for your bike.

Make certain the tires you choose|[lar
wider tire may allow for quicker and easier turn in, but expect a smaller contgct
patch for cornering and braking. A narrower tire tends to be flatter in the cenger
and may allow the rider to ride off the edge of the tire while cornering. Algp
consider that a track tire may not generate enough heat to offer superior grif in
a roadway setting. And slicks should be avoided on the street for obviou a-
sons (no rain grooves!).

Car tires may offer greater wear characteristics, but avoid them on your Dr-
cycle. They are designed to go around a corner flat on the ground, while o-
torcycle must lean to turn.
